Your child is learning that a pattern is something that repeats itself again and again. They will
learn to extend and create their own patterns using one criteria. For example, using colours.

Core Knowledge

(Science, History,

Geography and RE)

Our topic this term is "All About Me". The children will be exploring what makes them unique
and spedaL bg look'mg at their famLLg and friends, people in our local community and their
Various oocupatlons.

This term your child will become familiar with their classroom and the school layout. Your child
will begin to understand the features of a map and be able to locate places around the




classroom and school. For example, when looking at a map of the school children are able to say
‘I know that | walk past the school office on the way to lunch.”

Your child is learning about their body and how to identify each feature. They will be exploring
their five senses and their uses. They will learn about the human life cyde and how they have

changed from a baby to a L/5 year old and consider how they will continue to change as they

grow.

Reading

We will be handing out reading books towards the end of September. Please support your child to
read their weekly reading books as this is vital for their learning and progression. This will
support their phonLc know[edge and build a broad and rich vooabularg, which will support their
reading comprehension. When reading story books together, please encourage and support your
child to begin to read simple two and three sound words such as ‘on’, ‘at’, ‘bat” and ‘sun’ to
build their confidence and inspire a love of reading.

Whriting

It is essential that your child masters writing their own name, forming letters by starting in the
correct place. Please see attached document for correct letter formation. Encourage your child
to practise their Perfect Pencil Grip” and write at home using a. pencil and paper. For example,
your child could practise writing a shopping list or menu for the evening’s dinner. You can also




talk to your child about the first and last sounds they hear in everyday words. For example, /t/
is the first sound in train.

Mathematics Your child is learning to write numbers. Encourage your child to practise writing their numbers
using a pencil and paper by starting each number at the top. We write our numbers like this:
